What Do We Do? 
 

We… 
 
 1. Lead an Annual GCS Prayer Walk.  This year it will be 
held on Tuesday, August 16th, beginning at 8:10am at the 
WEST CAMPUS, meeting outside the cafeteria.  Kids & strollers 
are welcome! 
 
 2. Provide “Prayer Boxes” throughout the school where 
students, parents, teachers & staff are encouraged to convey 
praises and prayer requests. 
 
 3. Collect and pray weekly over these requests, as well 
as for each student, teacher, staff member and coach over the 
course of the year, every Monday, beginning August 22nd at 
8:10am in the WEST CAMPUS cafeteria. 
 
 4. Provide a Scripture Prayer Guide, along with a 
compilation of the weekly praise & prayer request information, 
in a “Prayer Summary” which is emailed weekly. 
  
 5. Provide “Prayer Updates” via e-mail throughout the 
year, as needs arise amidst our GCS Family. 
 
 6. Partner with our GCHS Student Prayer Team in 
hosting special National Day of Prayer activities.
